Cutting & Sewing Directions

1) Sew the 7” light and dark squares
Light Fabric using HST method on last page.

Cut 2 squares 7” x 7" for HST Make 4 units - trim to 6.5” square

Medium Fabric

Cut 4 squares 3.5” x 3.5” See my teaching Books
Applique, all kinds of Triangles
Dark Fabric Machine Quilting, and Learn to Quilt

Cut 2 squares 7" x 7" for HST
All my books have Step by Step

photos of how to do the techniques
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Directions

2)  Following the diagram place the
medium 3.5” square on the dark
Triangle, right sides together

Sew ON the line.

Make 4

3) Following the diagram trim away

the outer side leaving a 1/4” seam allowance.
Trim 4 all 4 blocks

Press triangles open

Measures 6.5 X 6.5”

4)  Get creative!
