8) Following the diagram sew the units from step #7 to the sides
Sew the HST units from step #6 to the top and bottom, note the direction of HST
Measures 60.5” x 72.5”

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Half Square Triangles Tutorial

- Draw a line on the back
of all the lighter squares

Cut on the drawn
Line for 2 HST

- Layer the 2 squares
- Sew a ¼” seam on both
Sides of the drawn line
